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S h o j i  S c r e e n  D e t a i l :

• Made of premium hardwoods:
Maple, Oak, Cherry, Walnut or Mahogany.

• Individually handcrafted and custom built with choice of grid pattern.

• Top and Bottom Rails are 2" tall by 1" thick and are jointed face and
edge and carefully kiln dried for maximum flatness.

• Stiles are 11/4" wide by 1" thick. Frame joints are glued and double
doweled, not nailed or screwed.

• The grid mullions are 3/8" x 3/8" and are lap-jointed together. Every
screen has grid on both sides of the facing.

• In keeping with tradition, our tightfitting half-lap joints interlock the
perimeter grid to the cross grid.

• All back grids are removable for convenient facing replacement to
change design or repair, and are secured with a minimum of small
screws and pins.

• Kick panel is 1/4" thick and firmly held in place with grooves in the
rails and trim on the stiles.

• The grid mullions       (like our shoji) are 3/8" x 3/8" and are lap-jointed
together. Every passage door has grid on both sides of the facing.

• In keeping with tradition, our tightfitting half-lap joints interlock the
perimeter grid to the cross grid.

• All back grids are removable for convenient facing replacement to change
design or repair, and are secured with a minimum of small screws and pins.

• Facing       available in 1/4" glass or a variety of more traditional facings.

• Doors are stand-alone (slab) or we can add Jambs and Door Stops for
pre-hung. Please ask about finish trim casing.

• Doors are designed for standard 21/8" bore hole, 23/8" backset. Can be
pre-drilled upon request.

• The Passage Door is designed for mortise hinge, available upon request.

C a b i n e t  D o o r  D e t a i l :

• Made of Premium hardwoods:
Maple, Oak, Cherry, Walnut or Mahogany.

• Rails and Stiles are 2" by 3/4" thick and are jointed face and
edge and carefully kiln dried for maximum flatness.

• Frame joints are glued and double doweled, not nailed
or screwed.

• The grid mullions  are 3/8" x 3/8" and are lap-jointed together.
The cabinet doors are of single front grid construction.

• In keeping with tradition, our tightfitting half-lap joints
interlock the perimeter grid to the cross grid.

• All facings are removable for convenient change of design
or repair, and are secured with small screws or pins.

• Available with concealed cabinet hinges — specify overlay
or inset.

• Consider drawer fronts in the same solid wood as your
cabinet doors.

1 . B I F O L D I N G  –  Bifolding shoji can only mount inside the opening.

•This hardware has a 30 pound maximum per door and a two door limit per pivot.
Screens over 36" wide should use Hardware 2600.

•This hardware is ideal for multi-panel applications (more than two
doors to a jamb). The overhead wheels support the door’s weight.
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2 . S L I D I N G  – Shoji can slide inside or outside an opening using a variety of tracks.

Cherry Tree Design is proud of its diverse and functional mounting and movement options and

uses only the highest quality hardware to hang its shoji.

O U T S I D E   M O U N T
The shoji screens slide outside and beyond
the opening. Hardware is mounted over the
opening on either the wall or ceiling.

I N S I D E   M O U N T
The shoji screens slide within the opening
(jamb to jamb, wall to wall).  Hardware is
mounted to the top of the opening on either
the header or ceiling.

S L I D I N G  T R A C K S

R O L L E R  A L U M I N U M  -  T O P  T R A C K
This tracking allows for easy movement and great flexibility for variations and changes in opening
dimensions  due to climate changes and settling. Hardware on top of screens is neatly concealed with a matching
hardwood valance, supports the full weight, and is adjustable 1/4" up or down.

T R A C K I N G  B O T T O M S

N A R R O W  G R O O V E  -  B O T T O M  T R A C K

With the Roller Aluminum upper track, the suggested bottom treatment is the Narrow
Groove hardwood floor track, made of the same hardwood as the shoji, or grooves
can be carved into existing floor by installer.

These hardwood tracks, with 1/8" wide grooves, keep the screens in line when a
nylon spring guide is extended beneath the bottom rail. The glide of nylon on
wood is smoother than wood on wood.

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W I D E  G R O O V E  O R  N A R R O W  G R O O V E  -  B O T T O M  T R A C K

When used in conjunction with the Wide Groove Top Track, the bottom track must serve as the glider while supporting
the weight of the screens. Tracks slide with the weight of the screens on the bottom track. Maintenance of these tracks
requires waxing the inside track channel regularly. As an alternative to the Wide Groove wood on wood slide, consider
the Narrow Groove floor track using Nylon Strips inserted in the bottom of shoji (in place of the Spring Guide used in
conjunction with the Roller Aluminum top track - page 20). Both are made of the same hardwood as the shoji. An
alternative to our hardwood tracks, narrow grooves can be carved into the existing floor by installer.

S L I D I N G  T R A C K S

W I D E  G R O O V E  -  T O P  T R A C K

Wide Groove Tracks slide with the weight of the screens on the bottom track. More traditional in it's appearance this
type of hardwood tracking should only be used where very little change in height is expected due to it's narrow
clearance (5/16"). The upper tracks serve as the guides, supporting no weight. This treatment requires Wide Groove
Bottom Track.

N O N - M O R T I S E  H I N G E

The non-mortise hinge is a light-weight
hinge, used on shoji panels. It allows the
panel to be close to the jamb frame
without having to mortise into your jamb
and door. Narrow door stop trim can be
added to block out light and sound.

L I N K A G E  S Y S T E M

This linkage system is not a necessity, but sometimes a
convenience. Lead shoji pulls other screens along when linkage
bumpers connect.

4 . F I X E D  I N  P L A C E

• Fixed shoji are best mounted inside the opening.
• They are held in place with bullet catches which allow for screen

removal for cleaning.
• 5/32" clearance around the screen is needed for a proper fit.
• Check your opening for squareness
